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Chiba Prefecture is one of Japan's leading providers of ueki, which are trees and shrubs shaped traditionally by
the method sometimes called macro bonsai. A wide range of nursery trees are produced to meet various needs,
including garden trees masterfully shaped by using traditional techniques, landscaping trees for the greening of
public and private spaces, and potted trees for home décor.

Chiba Prefecture has established a certification program for skilled gardeners who demonstrate knowledge and
artisanship using traditional techniques in tree pruning, training, and shaping. The prefecture also certifies ueki
trees as having been produced by using these techniques. Refer to the following URL for information about
